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This web page is designed to provide a phonics program to be used as a missionary tool.  The program can be printed out on an 8 x 11 inch card or sheet of paper.  This program gives a complete reading program, which represents the 50 basic sounds of the English language.

Additionally, the reverse side of the card has a sight-reading program.  The purpose of this program is to teach the student to read in phrases, as well as, to read without pronouncing the words mentally.

Instructions:

Begin with the alphabet.  Then proceed to teaching the phonics. Pronounce the word, and have the student repeat the word.  After one line of words have been mastered, proceed to the next line.

After the second line has been mastered, begin with the reading program on the reverse side. Read a sentence, and have the student skim the page, and point to the sentence.  The student must not read orally, as such will impair the sight reading skills. There must be no oral reading while the program is being taught.  Let the student progress at his or her own pace.  Upon completion of the program, the world becomes an open book.
